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Our brightest visionaries, activists and local heroes will be honoured Tuesday, May 24, 2005, at the second annual Urban
Leadership Awards Luncheon in the Canadian Room at the Fairmont Royal York Hotel at 11:30 a.m. Renowned journalist,
June Callwood will receive the Jane Jacobs Lifetime Achievement Award. Urban economist and author Jane Jacobs will
attend for the presentations as will Ed Mirvish, last year's award recipient. Other guests include Hon. John Godfrey, Federal
Minister of State for Infrastructure, Hon. David Caplan, provincial Minister of Public Infrastructure Renewal and Hon. John
Gerretsen, provincial Minister of Municipal Affairs and Housing. Toronto’s newly appointed Police Chief, William Blair and
Commissioner of Emergency Management, Julian Fantino will also attend.

An articulate advocate for the Toronto region and a driving force behind the Toronto City Summit Alliance, David Pecaut
receives the award for City Renewal.

The City Livability award will be presented to:
Eva’s Initiatives for providing temporary housing and shelter to disadvantaged young people.
The Pathways to Education Program™ for targeted programs to help high school students in Regent Park to stay
in school and succeed.
The Horizons Program, an inner-city academic enrichment, tutoring and mentoring program provided through Upper
Canada College and the Toronto District and Catholic School Boards.
The Carpenters’ Local Union 27 Joint Apprenticeship & Training Trust Fund Inc. It delivers programs and
apprenticeships to improve future employment opportunities for young people who are at risk.

The YMCA of Greater Toronto will be honoured with the City Soul award for its commitment to building strong kids, strong
families and strong communities. For its work in safeguarding 1.8 million acres of greenbelt in the Golden Horseshoe, The
Greenbelt Task Force — Chair: Mayor Rob Maclsaac, will receive the City Initiatives award. The City Youth award will be
given both to Kehinde Bah, a local activist who urges young people to find their voice in the public realm, and Rahul Raj,
founder of Meal Exchange that provides food to people in need.

This award was created by the Canadian Urban Institute in honour of Jane Jacobs, a distinguished Canadian whose vision and
leadership have fostered the development of cities around the world. Known for her dedicated and thoughtful activism,
contributions to urban theory, numerous publications plus her energetic devotion and determination, Jane has encouraged us
to look for the best in ourselves and to never give up. In her latest book, Dark Age Ahead, Jane reminds us of the importance
of cherishing, nurturing and utilizing our own cultural characteristics in the pursuit of practical solutions.

Profile of June Callwood, 2005 recipient of the Jane Jacobs Lifetime Achievement Award

There are several motives behind social activism: a moral creed, empathy, a just cause, a way to make a difference, solve
a problem, perhaps to find a cure. To June Callwood, it is all of these, but primarily, “motherhood,” says her friend Sylvia
Fraser. She calls June the “Queen Mother of Volunteerism” for which she has earned over 50 awards, 17 honorary degrees
and was appointed Member, Officer and then Companion of the Order of Canada. Much of June Callwood’s power and
sphere of influence stems from her profession. As an internationally acclaimed journalist, and author of 30 books and 1500
magazine articles, she has an amazing ability to inform, persuade, cajole, and expose. Whether it is the law, women'’s
rights, child poverty, censorship, AIDS or care giving, June is outspoken — a trait that has catapulted her to household
name status in Canada, and earned her respect worldwide.
