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CUI Brownie Awards Honour Innovation Across Canada

More than 300 “brownfielders” applauded winners of the 6th annual CUI Brownie Awards at a special dinner 
on Thursday evening at the Toronto Congress Centre, site of the 2006 Canadian Brownfields Network 
conference.  From a field of finalists from six provinces, winners representing brownfield projects and 
programs from the Atlantic provinces, Alberta, Ontario and Quebec received the coveted CUI Brownie 
Awards.  The overall winner  – equivalent of the Best Picture oscar – was Pavillons Lassonde , the new 
engineering building for Ecole Polytechnique in Montreal, Quebec, the province’s first LEED certified project. 
 
The award for “brownfielder of the year”  went to Quebec-based brownfield specialist, Adrien Pilon , a 
scientist with more than 25 years experience who heads an arm of the National Research Council. Adrien also 
founded the Montréal Centre of Excellence in Brownfields Rehabilitation (CBRE), and has helped support the 
work of the Canadian Brownfields Network. Fittingly, it was also announced at the conference that the 2007 
CBN conference will be held in Montréal in partnership with the CBRE and Urban Development Institute 
Quebec.  
 
The CUI’s president and CEO, David Crombie, joined by CMHC chair Dino Chiesa and We Communications 
president and publisher of ReNew Canada, Todd Latham, also presented a Special Brownie to Lawrence 
and Ken Tanenbaum , creators of the $100 million Kilmer Brownfield Equity Fund, the first of its kind in 
Canada. “It is a wonderful honour to be recognized for our work with brownfields,” noted Larry Tanenbaum. 
Ken Tanenbaum was on hand to receive the award.  “This is the kind of leadership that is needed to put 
brownfields on the mainstream development agenda,” added David Crombie. 
 
The Brownie for the best large-scale project  went to the Halifax Seawall Redevelopment in Nova Scotia , 
a project that successfully retains the heritage character of the marine environment while providing for a mix 
of commercial and institutional facilities.  The award for the best medium-scale project  went to a Kingston 
redevelopment with the enigmatic title of “Block D” .  With remediation costs in excess of $10 million, this 
mixed-use project containing housing, a hotel and public amenities, took full advantage of the City’s financial 
assistance package. The best small-scale  Brownie went to the CONC Men’s Residence  in Toronto, a 65-
bed/20-unit redevelopment of a former horse stall and salt storage site.  The project involved both adaptive 
reuse and an addition to the existing site. 
 
The winner of Category 1 , recognizing innovative government policies and programs that help remove 
barriers to brownfield redevelopment, went to Atlantic RBCA , the Atlantic Canada provinces. Atlantic PIRI is 
a multi-stakeholder group consisting of public and private sector interests that has been working for 10 years 
to coordinate remediation processes and reduce barriers to redevelopment. 
 
Category 2 , recognizes creative responses to implementation and smoother processes, awarded jointly to the 
City of St Thomas, ON ., for the redevelopment of privately-held railway lands to create a new community 
centre just east of the city’s downtown core, which is in the early stages of revitalization, and TEDCO for the 
remediation and redevelopment of the new Canpar distribution and logistics facility in Ontario   
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Category 3,  presented to projects in recognition of outstanding communications, marketing and public 
engagement, was given to Sorauren Park/Wabash Community Centre , in Toronto, ON., a contaminated 
site that is also destined to become a community centre. The award acknowledges the extensive involvement 
of a diverse community in marshalling stakeholder interests. 
 
Category 4,  awarded to sustainable design and technological innovation on a brownfield site, has taken on 
increasing importance during the six year history of the CUI Brownies, reflecting a growing interest across the 
country to green, sustainable development practices.  This year’s winner is the Three Sisters Mountain 
Village in Canmore, Alberta . The site of a former coal mine, this careful redevelopment project negotiated a 
delicate balance between ecological, financial and practical considerations, introducing new approaches to 
solving complex technical challenges. 
 
The CUI Brownie for Category 5 , awarded in recognition of leadership in financing, risk management and 
partnerships, was presented to Canadian Pacific Railway’s Montrose Yard – Thunderi ng Waters Golf 
Course , in Niagara Falls, Ontario.  With the original owner retaining title until approvals were in place, this 
project overcame significant barriers to remediation and financial issues. 
 
Category 6 , traditionally the category with most entries, is given to projects that illustrate special qualities in 
terms of heritage and adaptive re-use. The Brownie went to Evergreen at the Brick Works , Toronto, ON., a 
project that exemplifies how partners with different areas of expertise can combine their talents to create an 
outstanding community asset.  The site has already become a cultural and entertainment destination, 
overcoming challenges related to flood proofing, remediation, re-vegetation and re-connection to the urban 
fabric.
